The Hellmouth Podcast is an entertainment podcast centered on the Television works of Joss Whedon. 


What is the Hellmouth Podcast?
   The Hellmouth Podcast is a television and entertainment review podcast. The content of the Hellmouth podcast is centered on Joss Whedon and the expanding Whedon-verse. The majority of the podcast episodes are an episode-by-episode review and discussion of Joss’ Television series, beginning with Buffy The Vampire Slayer and ultimately including Angel, Firefly, Dollhouse and Joss’ future projects.
   The Hellmouth Podcast also includes cast interviews and allows actors a platform to talk specifically to their audience about upcoming projects, most recently, an interview with Juliet Landau, one of Buffy and Angel’s core cast members. The interview addressed all of Ms. Landau’s upcoming projects in film and TV and her experiences in the Whedon-verse as well.
   The Hellmouth Podcast is a community for a well established fan base that is constantly growing as Whedon Alumni move on to other projects and draw their new fans into the Whedon fan base. 
   The show is produced 2-3 times per month and has an average run time between 30 -45 minutes. The host Bryan reviews the series on an episode-by-episode basis infusing humor and discussion about the plot and characters of the show. 
   Other segments of the show include listener emails and voicemails, and a general update and news section at the beginning of the podcast.

What is the Whedon-verse?
The Whedon-verse is a term that encompasses all creative works written/directed by Joss Whedon and/or the expanding list of Whedon Alumni. The Whedon Alumni are actors that have worked with Joss in bringing his characters and stories to life and have won the hearts of Joss’ fans.

Why Buffy The Vampire Slayer?
Buffy The Vampire Slayer was Joss’ first TV creation as a writer/director. The show aired for 7 seasons beginning in 1997. While the show ended its original run in 2003, the recent vampire craze has led to the series being picked up by both LOGO and MTV. The series is being re-aired in syndication creating an entire new generation of fans.








Audience

   The Hellmouth Podcast was established in September of 2009. Since that time:
Subscribers have increased 63% February ’10 over January ‘10.
Subscribers have increased 317% in the last 5 months.
Episode downloads have increased 564% in the last 5 months.

   The website (www.hellmouthpodcast.com), has seen an increase in traffic as well:
250% increase in site visits in the past month.
344% increase in page views in the past month.

   A survey of the Hellmouth Podcast was conducted in February of 2010 to obtain basic demographic information regarding the podcast audience. 
A graphical breakdown of the audience demographic is shown below, here are the points of note:
Listeners are split nearly 60-40. 60% Female, 40% Male.
73% are age 25-44.
47% have a Bachelors Degree or higher.
63% have at least some college education.
52% spend over 20 hours per week online.
67% spend over 10 hours per week online.
55% listen to the podcast on either a computer or Smartphone with 
     immediate internet access. 











What is included in Hellmouth Podcast Sponsorship?

In-Show Advertising
    With In-Show Advertising the sponsor will receive the following:
The listener will hear a brief message at the beginning of the podcast identifying the sponsor. 
After the introduction of the podcast there will be a spot 60 seconds in length, this can be a pre-produced sponsor spot or the host Bryan will discuss the sponsor and related products or services. The spot, if read by the host, can be supplied by the sponsor or prepared by the Hellmouth Podcast. 
At the end of the podcast, the sponsor will receive a brief mention in the closing remarks of the podcast.

Website Advertising
   Website advertising allows the sponsor to place banner and block ads to be placed in pre-determined sections of the site template. 
   Ads can also be arranged to be part of the content of the monthly newsletter.


Show Notes Advertising
   Show-notes advertising includes an ad within the content of the show notes for each episode of the podcast. 




Contest and Giveaway Sponsors
   A sponsor may choose to sponsor a contest or giveaway by providing merchandise and/or prizes. The sponsor will be identified in the title of the contest and if desired participate in organizing the rules, objective.

Product Review Sponsors
   Any sponsors that wish to have a product reviewed on the podcast can contact the host to discuss the length and type of review. Only products that are considered by the host to be relevant and of interest to the audience will be considered. 
   Promotions and coupon codes provided by the sponsor can be passed along to the audience to encourage listener throughput.

Pricing
   Sponsorship pricing includes In-Show, Website, and Show Notes Advertising. The cost is $100 per week or $350 per month. If sponsorship is setup on a weekly basis, the sponsor will not be charged if a podcast episode is not released that week. If the sponsorship is setup on a monthly basis, the sponsor is ensured a minimum of three podcast episodes will be released in that month.
   Special pricing can be arranged on a case-by-case basis should a sponsor wish to utilize only certain elements of advertising and not all three.
